What

superheroes can you think of that are similar to characters in Greek mythology?

Kronos is a god of time, and he is described as devouring everything. Why do you

think that is?

There were originally twelve Titans, and later there would be twelve Olympians.
Why do you think that the number twelve was so important? What other numbers
seem to be important in the Greek myths? Where else in the world do you see

these numbers?

Very few people believe in the Greek gods today. Why do you think it is

important that we still learn about them?
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
